He attended Robert Frost Elementary School and was a sophomore at Juanita High School when he died at the age of 16 from radiomyosarcoma, a cancer of the muscle.  Jamie is remembered for both this skill in swimming and, more importantly, for the person he was.  At the age of 12 Jamie was the fastest swimmer in the breast stroke in the United States.  He went to the Junior Olympics.  Jamie was a kind, gentle person who never said anything bad about anyone.  He loved swimming; he was committed to his team and to his fellow swimmers.  He swam year-round for the Totem Lake Swim Team.  Even when he was swimming nationally, Jamie swam every summer for the Kingsgate Royals.  His mother still lives on 115th Ave here in Kingsgate.  His brother, Darren, lives in High Woodlands.
